:10 Minute Manicure opened an additional 10 locations in the US and Canada, ranging in size from 47 square feet to 1,200 square feet and can be found in some of the world’s busiest airports including JFK International and Toronto Pearson International.  In the next six months the company will add six more locations including Miami International Airport, Newark Liberty International, Dulles International and a second JFK location in Terminal 3, among others.

“:10 Minute Manicure struck me as special when they demonstrated their passion for their business and hands-on management style,” said Kellerman.  “Customers consistently compliment the company and its services and I am excited to be an advisor and assist them in any way I can to succeed in the airport environment.”

Kellerman, of Lakeside Park, KY, began his career in the airport arena when he joined the Kenton County Airport Board in 2000.  In his current role, he oversees all aspects of the retail/service concessions program comprised of more than 75 specialty retail and service locations.
